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 TC "Materials and Methods" \l 1 Materials and Methods

· All observations made using Google Earth.

· Normal viewing distance around 600 feet.

· All viewing done and all images made with direction at due north.

· A yellow icon placed in the center of each circular shape found. (forts, farm rings, stone circles, tree formations, etc.)

· All measurements made with Google Earth Ruler using ground measurements.

· Important to look for curves when connecting shapes. There are no straight lines in nature, so when looking for nature shapes (humans, animals, plants) it is important to look for curves that run contrary to the normal layout of the field rock boundaries.

· I have viewed the Irish countryside in four counties enough times to place hundreds of 'star' icons.  This teaches the layout of the countryside in any given area.  

· When something runs contrary to the norm, it stands out as an object placed on the land.

 TC "Hypothesis" \l 1 Hypothesis

My hypothesis is that stone circles, forts, and ancient circular farm walls represent stars in constellations.  My quest began when attempting to locate the "High Man" drawing using Google Earth. I hoped to easily find Orion's belt in the High Man signified by three circular walls.  The length of the drawing (reportedly 12 miles), the modest clarity available with the free Google Earth, and the ravages of civilization on an ancient landscape prevented me from seeing the drawing as the “High Man”. I did note the frequent circular patterns scattered throughout County Meath, but nothing indicated Orion's belt.  The concept that roads could outline constellations was kept in mind. 

Observations Surrounding the Hill of Tara

Having seen over the years many pictures of ancient Tara I turned Google Earth to that area next. While viewing the Hill of Tara very close up, I noted the twin hills very much resembled breasts. On zooming out, I was struck at what I saw; the road running past Tara branches into a 'Y' just to the north. To the east of this "Y' is what appears to be a pentagon shape. The two shapes together strike me as extremely similar to the constellation Virgo.  As with the 'High Man', roads outlined part of Virgo.

I wondered if the circular shapes represented specific stars in the constellation Virgo.  Then, could the two 'stars' of Tara be the tiny star pair within the constellation body about half way between Porrima and Theta Virginis?  I placed icons into the center of each circular pattern found, whether made with visible rock or over-grown with trees. Next I tried an overlay of the constellation Virgo.  I was not able to make an exact match of the constellation map with the 'stars' on the ground.

If the assumption is that in drawing the reclining woman using the stars of Virgo the image is of a complete woman, the overlay did not match with the ground 'stars' in that (1) either some 'stars' were missing, or (2) the ground 'stars' thought to belong to Virgo before the overlay are far outside the standard constellation image and could not be included without drastically contorting the image overlay beyond a recognizable Constellation Virgo.    

This could be the result of the satellite angle to the Earth on a 3-dimensional, hilly terrain. Possibly some stars have changed position from the modern constellation from when the ground constellation was constructed. Possibly the people who made the shape, if it is indeed a representation of Virgo, viewed the constellation in the night sky a bit differently than what we are taught to see.  Without knowing the age of the shape these causes are presumptuous on my part. 

One thought about this before moving on. The Constellation Virgo is known as the reclining woman and Tara is the purported burial place of Tea, wife of Eremon. The prospect of connecting the two ancient mythological women is tantalizing at the least.

 TC "Hypothesis Expanded" \l 1 Hypothesis Expanded

My hypothesis of the stone circles/duns/farmsteads came to be this: the highly socialized inhabitants of ancient Ireland living an almost completely rural existence used the constellations as their address system. As modern rural Irish use the county/post town/townland address system, so too the ancient Irish used the constellations, breaking them into smaller and smaller recognizable parts until even the most remote stone pen could be located by the knowledgeable traveler with perhaps a few questions to the locals as to the final paths to take. Even smaller versions of the major constellation could be used if the clan territory was expansive. 

And if I were chieftain back then, I would order the carving of a large stone at the common entrance to my territory with the most prominent fortifications and stone circles clearly marked. These marks would serves as directions to smaller dwellings. Such stones do exist, though to my knowledge have not been interpreted in this regard. Being chieftain and living high on a hill overlooking my territory, I would order fires built in the circles corresponding to stars of a constellation.  As the earth 'stars' flamed, they mimicked and honored the heavenly constellation above the horizon. What a sight that was at night!

Such an open system would only be possible by a people who show respect for others' territory and who do not fear travelers and visitors. This might require some to re-think their view of the Irish history as barbarous and quarrelsome. I find this idea of a constellation-based address system perfectly in tune to the natural "one hundred thousand welcomes" and the outgoing Irish nature I've experienced. This trait is innate in the Irish.

 TC "Observations" \l 1 Observations of Objects and Animals
The farmland on the east of Ireland has seen much human activity over the years and I felt I could do no more in the Dublin area.  

I flew to the west of Ireland, to the Dingle and Kerry peninsulas, and to Counties Sligo and Leitrim and began the process of placing icons in 'ground stars'.  I next attempted to identify constellations beginning with Orion's belt and felt I had a good start on Orion, Eridanus, Auriga, and Pegasus. Cruising the Irish countryside via Google Earth enough to place hundreds of icons in 'ground stars' gained me a feel for the layout of the countryside.  This training made certain shapes jump out as irregular, something out of place, or on a different level than the randomly shaped fields. Some shapes lead to other shapes; many seem to be isolated anomalies.  

One of the first shapes to jump out of the normal scattered field pattern was the thumb.

There are shapes that defy any rational need for borders in farming or cattle raising one would expect to encounter. Nor do these shapes seem to be dictated by topography. Contrasting with the surrounding landscape and seemingly self-contained, these shapes seem to be significant in a half-remembered way.

It is possible that Moons 4, 7, and 8 represent the sun and one or two planets.

The precision accomplished by the ancient Irish in carving moon shapes into soil or rock is admirable.  Moon 9 is found on the Dingle Peninsula just north of Glanlough North, County Kerry on the east side of the road. Or consider it straight east of Maghasheela, Country Kerry.  Coordinates for the curve in the line which corresponds to Crater Copernicus are: Latitude:   52°12'45.83"N  Longitude:  °58'18.60"W

There is no voice-over or text in the presentation other than showing craters Copernicus and Tycho. I think visually is the better method of discerning moon features on Irish land.  

In cruising the Irish countryside, further objects were found, including one beautiful figure I will address later.  Next I will:

1. Show selected objects in more detail by hi-lighting the borderlines.

2. Connect pertinent objects to make natural figures. 

3. Propose myths associated with certain figures as cause for their construction.  

Purpose of these three steps is to prompt the investigation of these figures to verify the construction method/materials/tools and to determine an approximate date of construction of each.

The heel of the hand, the palm, and finger pads are seen.  West of the road the image disappears into the land.  Are the fingers curving around in a relaxed position or extended is anyone's guess when studying from a satellite image.
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The thumb is clearly visible down to the well-defined thumbnail.  Lime or chalk could be the material used for figure definition.  

A thumb on its own is an interesting object but what comes next takes it to another level. 

Moving east on the south lines of the thumb I can see the wrist and forearm; the top line of the forearm completes the image.  What is striking about this image is the inside of the wrist which is shown facing up; it is drawn with a large slice of wrist/arm removed.

The connection to the story of the Milesian arrival to Ireland is unmistakable.  The brothers agreed whoever reached shore first had first rights to the land, whereupon Eremon drew his sword, cut off his hand and threw it on shore.  Assuming Eremon was right handed he would have sacrificed his left hand. 

The question then is: can an image of a man (Eremon the logical art subject) be found near the hand?  The primitive drawing of the head is located a distance above the hand, so this is the best place to begin a search. 

I want to see if a body leads from the head and neck.  I begin by outlining curves that are independent of surrounding walls or roads.  In this way, a left shoulder appears.  This shoulder is covered with a short-sleeved garment.  A left arm is held out at a short angle and ends with no visible left hand.  
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From the neck should be a right arm though I have not found one that is as defined as the left.  Certain forms a distance from the figure give the impression of being connected in some way, as a movie viewer sees a flash of sword or a swinging arm, but I can not make a connection to the neck. 

The torso has shapes that seem to be folds in cloth.  Their outlines resemble a charcoal drawing on paper in giving a 3-dimensional appearance. Edges are smoothed by shading giving the appearance of depth. 
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Here on the torso, the objects seen before as 'helmet and sword' now appear to be a waist belt and clasp of some sort.

Following the edge of the tunic down I can draw its bottom, and from that a left leg from knee to mid-shin ends at the torque.  The singular thumb is also here, at the right shin just east of the sliced arm.

There are two possible lines for a right leg.  The first is curved like the back of a leg but this is too far west for the rest of the figure. There is a straight edge next to that similar to the left leg that may indicate a right leg.  No foot is seen.  Looking at the figure from a distance the right leg could be bent at the knee, the tunic curved around in front of the knee.

Again, the right side of the figure is difficult if not impossible to find using Google Earth and its current satellite images.  However, in front of the possible right leg lies the sliced left hand.  

Above the head is an object resembling a sword hilt which is followed by a blade shape that ends at the head.  Reminds one of a man with sword raised behind his head ready to strike.  This would make one see the L-shape connected to the sword hilt as the arm bent and raised, though this is out of perspective with the rest of the figure as outlined.  All that can be said is that a right arm and hand are not discernible in the same way they are on the left.

At the top right of the head is a horn shape. Above that is a pennant shape.  So far, I have found only one other pennant. From the spot where the pennant is placed, lines run in two directions.  
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Viewed as one the figure is disappointing for its incompleteness.  The head is a bit off-kilter, there is no right arm or shoulder visible.

To the positive, the figure's left side and torso have enough detail to almost hear a story.  What is most unexpected is the angle of the figure. This image is not like a 2-dimensional drawing on paper.  It is drawn as if the original subject was viewed at knee height, his legs greater in perspective than his head, as if looking up at a giant. Possibly the reason the head looks slightly off-kilter is because the body is turned with left shoulder and arm thrown back, the right shoulder pointed toward the viewer, as in a striking pose or with blade pointed toward you.

With parts missing it hardly seems worth further study, were it not for that sliced left hand lying at its base and the possibility of discovering a tangible connection to Ireland's ancient beginnings.

The head portion includes the lyre so an increased distance is needed to bring all into view.

An unidentified road follows the chest and one front leg of the horse.  
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The lyre is a six-stringed instrument and appears to have a kind of spike pointing downward from its base.  A small wetland covers the east half of the base obstructing view of its borderlines.

The bagpipe observed previously is now seen connected to the horse via a rope object just above the horse's mane.

The horse's neck reaching forward, the tail a-waving, and the curved front legs indicate this is not a standing animal but one at a breakneck gallop.  

Zooming closer I draw the curved lines that resemble these horse parts, then zoom out to see if they (1) are in perspective to the front and rear and (2) are properly placed in a horse figure.

Of the two front legs, just the outer outline of one leg can be seen.  Of the two hind legs, just the crook of one is found.  An unknown road follows the rear and part of the back left leg. There is one definite hoof.  Set touching a hilltop, this is likely the front left leg.  As a horse leaves the ground at one point in a gallop, this hoof appears to be the last of the four to leave ground, just a rim of hoof on earth.  The following image demonstrates this position of legs for a galloping horse:

The hoof in the statue is placed fully on ground. The hoof in the Irish land is shown a split second later when the horse's forward motion pulls the heel of the hoof upward from the ground.

I am not able to make out the horse's back.  However, on searching for that curve I notice two wing shapes above the back and croup.  Or could these wings be a cloak flying in the wind?

Moving west from the wings, the half-star comes into view.  A man's profile, partially destroyed, is beneath (south of) the star shape.  A tiny wisp of cloud obscures the chin and mouth area. 
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Viewed as one, the figure comes together nicely to show horse and rider.  More detail should be found for the man's chest and arms. His left foot ought to be around the horse's left shoulder.  Or perhaps his knee is bent, foot at the horse's flank spurring him on. 
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 As a halo is used in Christian art, the half star appears to signify a person of great influence or stature, a hero above heroes. 

Is this the winged horse Pegasus and Perseus the rider?  That doesn't seem likely since to my knowledge a lyre and bagpipe are not associated with either of those Greek mythological characters.  Also, the flying duo of Perseus and Pegasus is said to be an invention of the Renaissance period.  Finally, a Greek mythological figure would be out of place in this area of Irish mythological figures.

Could this be the beloved Oisin or his father Fionn mac Cumhaill, poets of the Fianna?  

Or is the rider Ireland's most famous poet Amergin, son of Mil?

Possibly the hero is Cenn Fionn, the harper who came from the east to join the sons of Mil, though tradition has it that Cenn Fionn went to the south half of Ireland with Eber and Cir, the poet, son of Cis, went with Eremon to the north.  Although, if poets also were known to play the lyre and bagpipe, the figure could be Cir. 

As the drawing is very near the drawings of Eremon and Tea and because I am not aware of any other ancient harper-turned-hero, this drawing is likely of a harper from the Sons of Mil folklore, which is why Cenn Fionn won out.

This next image needs no outlining. The beautiful woman in bustier of forest, long hair falling over her right shoulder, her right arm calmly outstretched, is singularly striking made of Irish soil as she must have been in life.  She lies on the border of Counties Sligo and Leitrim, her right shoulder and the right of her torso in County Sligo.
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The technique of marking is similar to that of the figure Eremon in simulating a charcoal drawing; edges are softened with shadow, hair is dark against light skin tone, clothing appears to fold softly over itself.  

The angle is also unique.  She is seen as though from above, the viewer looks down on the top right of her head and down her body. 

What may have been a tiara appears to be destroyed at the center.  She wears a drop earring in her right ear.  
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The garment over her right shoulder may be turned back.  She may wear a kind of broach at her right shoulder.  Close examination of her shoulders and chest suggests clothing straps, ruffled edges on the bustier, a necklace of sorts.

What a terrible fate she has met in modern times!  A beautiful woman is defiled, her portrait forever lost to posterity! With the little sod available, I have drawn the curves that suggest a woman sitting with left leg folded in front of her.  Her right leg is destroyed.

Her left arm is not as well defined as her right.  I outline the most likely route for that. Her left fingers may be placed on her left thigh, four fingernails may be visible. There are two curves east of her which suggest to me the heads of children though I can not find a figure depicted with either of the two. 
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Examining the figure's pose, it seems there's something happening at her left breast.  The breast does not lie on the chest but seems to be pulled outward.  A large farmyard has displaced a portion of the figure, though if I outline the curves and attached lines surrounding it, I can make out a right hand belonging to another figure unseen.  The thumb presses against index finger with the left nipple apparently between the two fingers.  I can see no more of the second figure other than the hand.
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Above her head is the second pennant shape I have found thus far.  From the spot where the pennant post is placed, lines run in two directions.  
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Her right arm stretches out to hold in her right hand the torque that lies at the left leg of the figure Eremon.

 TC "Constellation Virgo" \l 1 Constellation Virgo and the Grave of Tea

Hill of Tara and surrounding area.

Now that I have been trained by the landscapes of Counties Sligo and Leitrim to locate figures in the Irish landscape, I return to Tara to put my skills to work on the Constellation Virgo.

I can now readily see a large curve that resembles one of the curves of a reclining woman.  
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Now a right shoulder and a sleeve can be added to that.  The waist and tummy are easily seen.
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An alternate tummy is this, that of a pregnant woman.
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Reasoning that a figure will not extend beyond the River Boyne, I draw the only two visible shapes that resemble feet.
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Back to the Virgo base area where the right shoulder is, I begin outlining curves, even using trees alongside a curving road as they have been shown to be part of landscape figures.  The image of a woman with closed hand against her left cheek now comes to light.
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A curious shape above her head catches my eye.  Hard not to see a little ship and sail here.  Just a curiosity.
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Viewing the figure from the M3 to the River Boyne, a woman lying at rest is easily envisioned. There is also a horned helmet shape just south of the Hill of Tara.  
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It appears the Irish of old had a more refined vision of constellations than we have today.

 TC "Findings and Conclusions" \l 1 Findings and Conclusions

· Three human figures and one horse figure, from 1.46 miles to 3.21 miles in length, were found in County Sligo and just into County Leitrim.

· Twenty-eight moons varying from 175 feet in diameter to 14,294 feet in diameter were found marked into the landscapes of Counties Sligo, Leitrim, Meath, and Kerry.

· Some moons have marked features that resemble actual moon features such as craters and mares.

· The classically perceived shape of the Constellation Virgo can be seen marked in the roads and landscape surrounding the Hill of Tara.

· The figure of a woman at rest, 4.55 miles in length, can be drawn with and surrounding the Hill of Tara and the Constellation Virgo using the curve connection technique described. 

· Figures seem to be drawn using trenching, rock wall, tree borders, a lime or chalk layer. 

· Some figures/objects in part or in entirety appear as dark borders showing from just beneath the topmost layer of soil.

· Roads have been built over part(s) of a figure so are included in a figure when necessary to complete the image.

· Clouds sometimes interfere with viewing an entire figure or object.

· An earlier satellite image or an aerial image may allow viewing obstructed areas.

· The free version of Google Earth does not allow me to determine exactly what constitutes every border of the figures. 
· Measurements made with Google Earth should be considered approximate. Variability in the range of a several tens or hundreds of feet was common even when no change was made to viewing height. My ability to replicate the position of the markers was at fault.

· Must ground truth, as identified border might be more recently made.  Icons representing 'stars' might be placed on things such as hay bales, tree stumps, clump of trees, garden walls, driveways, abandoned yards, etc.

· Figures should be investigated to determine what constitutes the borders/edges and to ascertain when they were constructed.

· Civilization, farmsteads, and the Irish housing boom have taken their toll on some figures and threaten all.

· One figure has suffered much damage from excavation.

· Imperative to begin immediate protection of these figures.

· Ireland is one country with an incomplete high-resolution satellite imagery bank.    

· Pressing need to complete an island-wide survey to locate and protect land figures to preserve this unique history.  This can only be accomplished with a complete high-resolution satellite imagery of the entire island. 

Findings and Conclusions cont’d.
· Westernmost location of the three figures: from the junction of N17 and N4 outside Collooney, County Sligo, the tip of the horse's ear is southeast 1.41 miles (7,454.46 feet).

My expanded hypothesis is still intact and may be shored up with the addition of truly Irish heroes and heroines serving as constellations.  This may be further reinforced with the assistance of local land owners.  Land areas in Ireland have names put to them, such as Fear Ard where the High Man is located.  It could be interesting to survey the local farmers where the three figures are located for their knowledge of any area or regional names that might link to the figures and correlate to the proposed names of each.

Once the ‘ground stars’ have a construction date, the earliest ones will have to be plotted with a constellation overlay to see if they correspond to celestial stars.  Can the horse in Cenn Fionn, for example, be an earth representation of the Constellation Pegasus?  
There is no need to assign the ability to construct these large land figures to the influence of a covert super race or ancient aliens.  A common human characteristic can account for their construction.  The existence of the figures indicates a people capable of 3-dimensional thought.  

Not everyone has this ability.  For example, it is common to encounter a person incapable of reading a road map let alone use it to find his way from Point A to Point B.  These kinds of people tend to travel by rote, memorizing things that stand out to guide their steps.  They see themselves on journey over a 2-dimensional plane.

Then there are people who can read a map, plan a route, see all possible alternate routes, calculate their comparative distances, and change their direction en route without loss of time or direction.  Likewise, anyone who has had to strike out with a plow on a piece of land that falls below the horizon knows how to envision the land from above and so decide on the straight course to take.  To these people, their very position is 3-dimensional, so the journey has multiple possibilities.  And to leave a furrow so straight as to evoke pride in one's work, there is only one way to proceed.

So, too, with the ancient Irish.  As a people living on the blessings of their land the ancient Irish would be experts at seeing their land in a 3-dimensional manner.  In creating a work of art larger than their horizons allowed them to see, and one that would please their heroes, they would have recognized there was only one way to proceed.

Nor should the purpose of constructing these land figures be assigned to gaggling, pre-historic farmers trying to please their gods who looked down at them from the sky.  The ancient Irish had an ordered society of rank and pedigree built by leaders of a legendary stature. Their contributions to music, musical instruments, and later, boldly illustrated manuscripts attest to an artistic nature whose expression was well-fostered throughout their society.  Their decision to record their own history by word and in writing shows a people strongly bonded to each other and with a desire to maintain their ordered lifestyle and traditions.

Such a strongly organized people with so great a love for art and music would have no problem employing those among them capable of 3-dimensional thought, the artists, to ordering their countryside in the likeness of their hero leaders.  

These people were well versed in the nature of heavenly bodies so using the constellations as guides for ground travel; their address system as is my hypothesis, is a natural extension of this deep knowledge.

If these drawings on Irish land can be dated to the reputed time of the arrival of the Sons of Mil in 1694 B.C., and if the drawings are of constellations such as Virgo, then:

1. These Irish constellations are a serious challenge to the idea that our Western constellations are a Greek invention of the 2nd Century A.D.

2. These Irish constellations would predate the oldest known Greek reference to constellations by around 1,500 years.  

3. The ancient Irish would rival the Babylonians and Sumerians as world contributors to constellation identification and use.

Lastly and most importantly:

If the two figures in County Sligo are ancient representations of Eremon and Tea, they can be thought of as a 3,700 year old photograph of the founding people of Irish society.  Details of ancient dress, jewelry, and weapons are portrayed and have yet to be discovered.  It is therefore imperative the figures are protected from further destruction.

After my appeal on behalf of three historical figures marked on the Irish soil, I risk losing any and all credibility by pointing out a few other striking objects in the same area. It would have been lost to my attention but I kept cruising over a very concise shape that wouldn't let go of my mind.  This shape has cadence, it looked so familiar but I could not place it.
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Returning to the erupting volcano object, I follow the line which curves down and around on itself and I ran into a lighthouse or tower. 
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Appearing as if behind the tower is a kind of temple entrance shape.  A pyramid lies east of these.

Continuing east I see 'hills' drawn with a u-shape reminding me of a mine entrance.
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Often when cruising the Irish countryside these types of things will pop out as recognizable objects; the human mind is wired to see the familiar in everything.  So I give these isolated objects little thought.

Except the strange, angular, upside down hammer head shape, that wouldn't leave my mind.  Is that a mountain represented there?  It looks like a 2-dimensional drawing of a mountain in typical v-shape set inside a circular base; a mountain showing its base location.

Still I wanted to see what else the hill line might show so I followed it east down the hill.  There it rose slightly to a sharp peak...
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...came down again, and then rose high curving into a wave shape.

Interesting thoughts, but the shapes mean nothing.  They are the result of the random placement of rock walls and boundaries decades or centuries ago that just happen to look like something familiar.  These objects are not connected to each other.  Ah, but they are.  But for a small section where a road passes west of the volcano, the objects are connected by a single continuous line encompassing the hills and pyramid.

So, if I was to decipher a story from these few things, it would be this:
